We shall also have a short, Christian based meeting discussing the importance and relevance of faith in 
the world today. The rest of the evening will be spent relaxing and playing games. Then it is off to bed 
where the sleeping accommodation is in small dormitories.

So if revision is a struggle for you, come and get the balance right at  
St. George’s House with a combination of hard work and challenging but  

exciting outdoor pursuits in a friendly Christian atmosphere. 

Applicants are expected to be school years eleven to thirteen whilst attending, and numbers will be limited to 
allow for a studious atmosphere.
